NCTU Teaching Hours Accounting Principle; however, it will be in accordance with the official approval of
the curriculum before the course starts.
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Article 6. Students taking a cross-disciplinary program do not have to pay extra credit fees within their maximum
years of study. In the case of an extension of study, students who take less than nine credits per semester will
have to pay the credit fees and tuitions; students who take more than ten credits per semester will have to
pay full tuitions.
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Article 7. When in dispute, the Guidelines are superseded by NCTU regulations.
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Article 8. The Guidelines must be approved by University Curriculum Committee, and submitted to the Council of
Academic Affairs for approval-for-reference before implementation. The same shall be done upon any
amendment thereto.

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Students who complete all program requirements (28 credits) are granted to add “Psychology” as their cross-
disciplinary specialty on the diploma.
